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Our last December 2017 Newsletter (available on 
our website) outlined that Te Korowai members 
were very busy in our coastal work relating to 
effects of the Kaikoura Earthquake and the 
Emergency Closure which is still in place. 
 
Te Korowai came together at the beginning of 
this year to focus and align our work to enable us 
to effectively engage with other parties, 
particularly the Kaikęura Marine Guardians, Te 
Rınanga o Ngai Tahu, DOC and MPI.  
 
Te Korowai will continue to lead and enable our 
people of Kaikęura to care for and benefit from Te 
Tai o Marokura. We work to do this by: 
 

¶ Connecting the community with decision 
makers through the +ÁÉËęÕÒÁ Marine 
Guardians; 

¶ Educating, informing the community and 
engaging hearts and minds in kaitiakitanga; 

¶ Undertaking and resourcing projects that 
improve the marine environment. 

 
In the wake of the November 2016 earthquake, 
and following from the +ÁÉËęÕÒÁ Marine 
Management Act 2014, Te Korowai is focused on:

The Act dealt with one part of that 
equation in adjusting recreational fishing limits. It 
did not engage with commercial and customary 
fishing, recruitment enhancement, or with habitat 
restoration. The earthquake changed what was 
needed as it destroyed habitat for some species 
and compromised that for others. Therefore, the 
focus needs to move from managing fishing effort 
as the primary focus, to also rebuilding habitat 
and fish stocks.

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The extended closure came into effect on 
20 November 2017. It applies to the existing 
ÃÌÏÓÅÄ ÁÒÅÁ ÆÒÏÍ -ÁÒÆÅÌÌȭÓ "ÅÁÃÈ ÔÏ ÔÈÅ #ÏÎ×ÁÙ 
River and applies to both recreational and 
commercial fishers. 
 
We still ask people who are fishing outside our 
closed area to fish responsibly in these other 
areas. People should take only take what they 
need and fish for a feed, not to fill the freezer. 
 
We also want people to try to reduce the amount 
of small fish they catch. It is these small fish that 
are the future of the fishery and will help rebuild 
surrounding populations. If they are catching 
small fish we suggest they try a different method, 
use bigger hooks or move to a different location. 
People should also take special care when 
returning any small fish they catch to the water. 
These fish should be returned immediately with a 
minimum of harm. 
 
MPI compliance officers are always happy to talk 
to people interested in knowing more about the 
rules and what fishers can do to minimise their 
impact on the recovery of the marine 
environment.  
 
The new closure will remain in place until such 
time as ongoing monitoring of the area suggests 
abundance has rebuilt to the point where 
sustainable harvesting can occur.  
 
During the closure, more scientific studies will be 
carried out to measure the impacts of the quake, 
monitor recovery progress, and help us decide 
when the fishery might be re-opened.

1. What is a World Heritage Site? 

¶ A World Heritage Site is a place that is listed by the United Nations Educational, Scientific and 

Cultural Organization (UNESCO) as places on Earth that has outstanding universal value to 

humanity and as such, has been inscribed on the World Heritage List to be protected for future 

generations to appreciate and enjoy.  

¶ Places as diverse and unique as the Pyramids of Egypt, the Great Barrier Reef in Australia, 

Galápagos Islands in Ecuador, the Taj Mahal in India, the Grand Canyon in the USA, or the  

¶ Acropolis in Greece are examples of the natural and cultural places inscribed on the World 

Heritage List to date. 

¶ To be included on the World Heritage List, sites must be of outstanding universal value and meet 

at least one out of ten selection criteria. 

 

2. What are the potential benefits of World Heritage Status? 

¶ Once a country signs the World Heritage Convention, and has sites inscribed on the World 

Heritage List, the resulting prestige often helps raise awareness among citizens and governments 

for heritage preservation. Greater awareness leads to a general rise in the level of the protection
